in 1988.

Henfrey Smail (1909-1979) 6 Landsdowne Cl
Naturalist , writer on transport history and
Worthing’s leading local historian lived in this house
from its completion in 1930 until his death.

Gladys Morgan (1898-1983) 30 Salisbury Rd
Comedienne, Star of Stage, Radio, and TV lived
here from 1958 to 1983.

Eisenhower and John Philip Sousa. Closed in
1985 and burned down in 1987.
